Woods II 

Elective (10, 11, 12) Prerequisite: Woods l 2 Credits/Year

Woods II solely consists of working with the woods. It is designed to teach certain general and

usable skills in woodworking and general safety, to develop habits of careful planning, and methodical
order of procedure in wood construction. The students are able to use the machines after they pass a

safety examination on each machine. Two projects are to be made – one containing a door or drawer,

and one on the lathe. The students learn proper identification of wood joints and their proper use. The

instructor must approve all projects. Some work with computer – aided drafting will be done. Some

building construction techniques may be taught.
